He was born on 1%t November 1918 and died on 14" March 2018, so the conference take part not only at a time
of intense developments in the Brexit process but also in the week in which HH George Dobry would have celebrated
his 101°* birthday. He will be sorely missed by all those attending the conference, including his wife and many close
