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The subject of the doctoral dissertation is to present the legal mechanisms for regulating agricultural markets operating under the Common Agricultural Policy, including its evolution. The development of European law, and in particular agricultural law in the European Union, allows to indicate legal instruments that constituted the most important stages of the evolution of this law. One of the collections of such legal mechanisms is the organisation of the agricultural market in Europe.
The dissertation presents key legal regulations in force on the agricultural market in the European Union and their impact on the regulation of Polish law. One of the objectives of the doctoral dissertation was to present proposals for changes in the Common Agricultural Policy with regards to the development of Polish agriculture and changes in market conditions, and, importantly, to adapt its legal regulations to the single market of the European Union. In addition, the dissertation presents a broad description of selected Polish agricultural markets and their regulations in force in Poland before and after accession to the European Union. The discussion of the regulations included an analysis of the types of support for agricultural markets provided for in national and European Union regulations.
The work also reviews and analyses the functioning of individual public entities dealing with the agricultural market. There were significant inconsistencies in European and national law in the area of ​​agricultural markets. It was proven that funding rules vary from country to country, and the level of subsidies is not the same, leading to uneven production development in individual countries and different sectors. The evolution of the agricultural market system includes not only legal instruments on the agricultural market, but also public administration entities that participate in this process. In international trade, we can also observe an evolution in the functioning of the agricultural market. It mainly results from international agreements. Entering new markets on changed legal conditions will require not only the development of new legal instruments, but above all the development of new forms of public administration that will oversee the functioning of such markets.
Within the Common Agricultural Policy, agricultural markets are an important mechanism of state interventionism. This dissertation repeatedly argues that the construction of the single agricultural market for the most strategic products is based on state aid. The conducted research showed that the need to standardize the legal instruments used in the European agricultural market is the most important de lege ferenda postulate. It is important that a homogeneous market is based on uniform principles and consistent law, as this ensures the most efficient functioning of agricultural markets.
A significant contribution of the European Union's Common Agricultural Policy to legal regulations in the field of agricultural markets was proven. Poland's accession to the European Community means the adoption of its entire legislative acquis, including solutions regulating the agricultural markets sector. The process of these changes has always been particularly dynamic in individual sectors and requires further legislative work.
